A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MORENO VALLEY, CALIFORNIA, APPROVING A GENERAL PLAN AMENDMENT PEN18-0024 TO CHANGE THE LAND USE DESIGNATION FROM OFFICE (O) TO BUSINESS PARK (BP) ON APPROXIMATELY 8.8 ACRES FOR ASSESSOR’S PARCEL NUMBER 297-170-029; AND APPROVING GENERAL PLAN AMENDMENT PEN18-0053 TO CHANGE THE LAND USE DESIGNATION FROM RESIDENTIAL 3 to RESIDENTIAL 10 FOR ASSESSOR’S PARCEL NUMBER 478-080-014, THEREBY ESTABLISHING GENERAL PLAN LAND USE MAP DESIGNATIONS FOR CERTAIN PROPERTIES AS DESCRIBED IN THE RESOLUTION, AND THE REVISED GENERAL PLAN MAPS AS ATTACHED TO THE RESOLUTIONS AS EXHIBITS a AND B 
WHEREAS, the applicant, Newcastle Partners, Inc., has filed an application for PEN18-0024 requesting an amendment to the City’s General Plan for certain property to change the land use designation from Office to Business Park for Assessor’s Parcel Number 297-170-029, as shown in attached Exhibit A. This General Plan Amendment is being processed concurrently with Zone Change (PEN18-0025), and Plot Plan (PEN18-0023). The site is located at the northeast corner of Frederick Street and Brodiaea Avenue; and
WHEREAS, the applicant, FH II, LLC, has filed an application PEN18-0053 requesting an amendment to the City’s General Plan Land Use designation for certain property to change the land use designation from Residential 3 to Residential 10 for Assessor’s Parcel Number 478-080-014 as shown in attached Exhibit B. This General Plan Amendment is being processed concurrently with a Zone Change, PEN18-0054, and a Tentative Tract Map 37544, PEN18-0092. The project site is located at the northwest corner of Brodiaea Avenue and Quincy Street, easterly of Moreno Beach Drive; and 

WHEREAS, the applications have been evaluated in accordance with established City of Moreno Valley procedures, and with consideration of General Plan and other applicable regulations; and
WHEREAS, an environmental assessment, including an Initial Study, has been prepared to address the environmental impacts associated with the application PEN18-0024 as described above and a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program has been adopted pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as there is no evidence that the proposed General Plan Amendment will have a significant impact on the environment with the incorporation of mitigation measures, and
WHEREAS, an environmental assessment, including an Initial Study, has been prepared to address the environmental impacts associated with the application PEN18-0053 as described above and a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program has been adopted pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as there is no evidence that the proposed General Plan Amendment will have a significant impact on the environment with the incorporation of mitigation measures, and

WHEREAS on October 11, 2018, the Planning Commission of the City of Moreno Valley held a public hearing to consider General Plan Amendment PEN18-0024.  At said meeting, the Planning Commission recommended approval of General Plan Amendment to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, on October 25, 2018, the Planning Commission of the City of Moreno Valley held a public hearing to consider General Plan Amendment PEN18-0053.  At said meeting, the Planning Commission recommended approval of General Plan Amendment to the City Council; and


WHEREAS, all legal prerequisites to the adoption of this Resolution have occurred; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 66020(d)(1), NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that this project is subject to certain fees, dedications, reservations and other exactions as provided herein.

WHEREAS, all of the facts set forth in the Resolution are true and correct.
Section 1


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Moreno Valley as follows with respect to PEN18-0024:

A.
This City Council hereby finds that all of the facts set forth above in this Resolution are true and correct.


B.
Based upon substantial evidence presented to this City Council during the meeting on December 11, 2018 including written and oral staff reports: and the record from the public hearing, this City Council hereby specifically finds as follows:
1.
Conformance with General Plan Policies – The proposed General Plan Amendment is consistent with the goals, objectives, policies and programs of the General Plan. 
FACTS:  The Centerpointe Commerce Center project includes a General Plan Amendment, Change of Zone, and Plot Plan. The General Plan Amendment is proposed to allow for the development of a 204,022 square-foot warehouse including 10,000 square feet of associated office and mezzanine space on an 8.8-acre site.  The General Plan encourages a mix of industrial uses to provide a diverse economic base and ample employment opportunities.  The existing General Plan Land Use Designation for the project site is Office which provides for administrative, professional, legal, medical and financial offices.  The proposed Project includes a request for a General Plan Amendment to change the General Plan Land Use Designation of the subject site to Business Park which provides for manufacturing, research and development, warehousing and distribution, as well as office and support commercial activities. 

The intent of the General Plan, as expressed in Objective 2.5 of Community Development Element, is to promote a mix of industrial uses which provide a sound and diversified economic base and ample employment opportunities for the citizens of Moreno Valley with the establishment of industrial activities that have good access to the regional transportation system, accommodate the personal needs of workers and business visitors; and which meets the service needs of local businesses.
The proposed Business Park land use designation is consistent with the goals, objectives, policies and programs of the Community Development Element of the General Plan. 

2.
Health, Safety and Welfare – The proposed General Plan Amendment will not be detrimental to the public health, safety and welfare.
FACTS:  The proposed General Plan Amendment is a legislative action and will not result in any direct physical impacts; therefore, the action itself could not be detrimental to the public health, safety, or welfare.

The proposed General Plan Amendment will change the project site’s existing land use designation from Office to Business Park which will allow the construction and operation of a proposed 204,000 square-foot warehouse facility including 10,000 square feet of associated office and mezzanine space.  This proposed designation and use would be compatible with the surrounding area which primarily consists of similar light industrial uses, as well as professional office and commercial developments.  Therefore, the project will not have adverse effects on residential neighborhoods or other types of sensitive land uses. 
The implementation of the proposed General Plan Amendment for the 8.8-acre site, as designed and conditioned will not adversely affect the public health, safety and welfare, and is consistent with General Plan Objectives 6.1 and 6.2 to minimize the potential for loss of life and protect residents, workers and visitors from physical injury and property damage due to seismic ground shaking and flooding.  

An Initial Study was prepared which assessed the potential of the proposed General Plan Amendment, to impact the environment. The Initial Study provided the documentation of the factual basis for the finding in the Mitigated Negative Declaration that the proposed General Plan Amendment will not have a significant effect on the environment. The City as the lead Agency has prepared a Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) pursuant to sections 15070 et seq. of the State CEQA Guidelines. The preparation and review of the Initial Study / Mitigated Negative Declaration reflects the independent judgement of the City.
Section 2

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Moreno Valley as follows with respect to PEN18-0053:

A.
This City Council hereby finds that all of the facts set forth above in this Resolution are true and correct.


B.
Based upon substantial evidence presented to this City Council during the meeting on December 11, 2018 including written and oral staff reports: and the record from the public hearing, this City Council hereby specifically finds as follows:
1. Conformance with General Plan Policies – The proposed General Plan Amendment is consistent with the goals, objectives, policies and programs of the General Plan. 

FACTS:  The Brodiaea Residential project includes a General Plan Amendment, a Zone Change and a Tentative Tract Map. The General Plan Amendment is proposed to allow for the subdivision of an 8.85-acre property into 45 residential lots and 4 lettered lots for water quality and open space purposes.  The General Plan encourages an organized, well-designed, high quality, and functional balance of urban and rural land uses that will meet the needs of a diverse population, and promotes the optimum degree of health, safety, well-being, and beauty for all areas of the community, while maintaining a sound economic base (Goal 2.2).  The General Plan further calls for a supply of housing in sufficient numbers suitable to meet the diverse needs of future residents and to support healthy economic development without creating an oversupply of any particular type of housing. To achieve these goals, the General Plan establishes Objective 2.2 which aims to provide a wide range of residential opportunities and dwelling types to meet the demands of present and future residents of all socioeconomic groups.  This General Plan Amendment is consistent with these goals and objectives by providing a wider range of housing types and opportunities for diverse socioeconomic groups.

The Project is providing infrastructure improvements including streets, and a linear park and meandering trail with recreational amenities along Quincy Channel.   The proposed Residential 10 (maximum 10 units per acre) designation is consistent with the goals, objectives, policies and programs of the Community Development Element of the General Plan. 

2. Health, Safety and Welfare – The proposed General Plan Amendment will not be detrimental to the public health, safety and welfare.

FACTS:  The proposed General Plan Amendment will change the project site’s existing land use designation from Residential 3 to Residential 10.  While the surrounding area to the north, west, and east is developed with or designated for lower density residential, the area to the south is designated and developed with higher density residential developments ranging from Residential 5 to Residential 15. This proposed designation would be compatible with the surrounding area which primarily consists of single-family suburban residential communities, open space areas, or undeveloped land.  Therefore, the project will not have adverse effects on residential neighborhoods or other types of sensitive land uses. 

The implementation of the proposed General Plan Amendment for the 8.85-acre site, as designed and conditioned will not adversely affect the public health, safety and welfare, and is consistent with the Goals and Objectives of the General Plan Safety Element including Objectives 6.1 and 6.2, which aim to minimize the potential for loss of life and protect residents, workers and visitors from physical injury and property damage due to seismic ground shaking and flooding.  

The analysis presented in the Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration prepared for the Project (including the General Plan Amendment), pursuant to California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), Public Resources Code 21000, indicates that the Project will not have a significant environmental impact as designed and mitigated.  

C.
FEES, DEDICATIONS, RESERVATIONS, AND OTHER EXACTIONS 

1. FEES

Impact, mitigation and other fees are due and payable under currently applicable ordinances and resolutions.  These fees may include but are not limited to: Development Impact Fee, Transportation Uniform Mitigation Fee (TUMF), Multi-species Habitat Conservation Plan (MSHCP) Mitigation Fee, Stephens Kangaroo Rat Habitat Conservation fee, Underground Utilities in lieu Fee, Area Drainage Plan Fee, Bridge and Thoroughfare Mitigation Fee (Future) and Traffic Signal Mitigation Fee.  The final amount of fees payable is dependent upon information provided by the applicant and will be determined at the time the fees become due and payable.

Unless otherwise provided for by this resolution, all impact fees shall be calculated and collected at the time and in the manner provided in Chapter 3.32 of the City of Moreno Valley Municipal Code or as so provided in the applicable ordinances and resolutions.  The City expressly reserves the right to amend the fees and the fee calculations consistent with applicable law.
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MORENO VALLEY, CALIFORNIA, DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS:

1. APPROVE PEN18-0024 and PEN18-0053, thereby establishing General Plan Land Use Map designations for Project 1 and Project 2, for certain properties as described in the Resolution, and included on the revised General Plan maps as attached to the Resolution as Exhibits A and B; and
APPROVED AND ADOPTED this 11th day of December 2018.
