This Notice of Availability (NOA) has been prepared to notify agencies and interested parties that the City of Moreno Valley as the Lead Agency has prepared an Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration pursuant to requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) to evaluate the potential environmental impacts associated with construction and operation of the project as described below.
Project Description: The Applicant proposes to develop an 18.48-acre site with a 225-lot single-family project with applications that include Tentative Tract Map 38265 and a Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Unit Development for a total of 225 single-family lots consisting of 19 live-work units and 206 detached residential units, two common park areas which will be available to the public, and common parking on vacant land located within the Downtown Center (DC) District and adjacent to the City’s Town Center property.
Project Location: The Project site is located on the north side of Alessandro Boulevard between Morrison Street and Nason Street in Moreno Valley, Riverside County, California. (Assessor Parcel Number (APN): 487-470-022). The Project site is not included on any list of hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5.
Potential Environmental Impacts: The City of Moreno Valley has prepared an Initial Study to determine the environmental effects associated with the above actions and finds the issuance of a Mitigated Negative Declaration is the appropriate level of environmental review. The Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration concludes that all potentially significant impacts of the Project would be mitigated to a less than significant level.
