City Engineer Ansari introduced Michael Lloyd, Land Development Division Manager, who presented a PowerPoint presentation on the City's Initial Infrastructure Needs Assessment.

CITY COUNCIL COMMUNICATIONS 
City Engineer Ansari confirmed that another presentation would come forward to determine which of the needs were more important and that they would include prioritization for specific projects as well as funding strategies. The General Fund is not used for any of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) projects. The CIP projects are dependent on external funds; grants, State, WRCOG and Federal Grants.
City Engineer Ansari also stated he had not heard of any rumors in regards to bonding for any CIP projects.
The Chief Financial Officer Eyerman clarified that Zone A for Parks and Community Services (PCS) was a parcel charge and with all parcel charges it required a vote of the property owners/registered voters. The costs have continued to increase, but the revenue remained the same. 
Chief Financial Officer Eyerman also advised that every piece of park land there is irrigation infrastructure, plant materials, fencing, restrooms, ball fields and lighting as well as artificial turf. The City needs to maintain these assets for the future. Asset allocations for parks are important to continue and reinvest so they would be available in the future. 
The City Engineer Ansari confirmed the slurry seal included crack sealing for the roads. The Strategic Plan includes the Slurry Seal program and if it was to be reactivated it would require additional funding. 
City Manager Dawson stated she would plan to bring the Slurry Seal Program back up in the discussions when planning the upcoming Study Sessions.
